2001 and her father, Pete Williams in 1972. She leaves behind to cherish her
memory, her devoted husband, James Warren Hudeck; her brothers, Ray
Williams and Caesar "Cecil" James Robinson; and her sisters, Essie Marie
Wilson and Myrtle James Dixon.
