Robert Lee “Bob” Holsomback, of Tyler, Texas, passed away on April 25, 2023
at the age of 87. He died peacefully after suffering a stroke.

Upon retirement he began woodworking and was an active
member of the East Texas Woodworkers Club. Bob was a faithful and



passionate volunteer and supporter of Breckenridge Village, a caring
residential community for adults with mild to moderate intellectual disabilities.
