He was so special and so pure. 
 
Mr. and Mrs. Tucker were the first people, outside of family, to hold
my youngest son the day we came home from the hospital. 
Doris holding my son and smiling wide will forever be a memory I
hold dear. 
She was so sweet and always wanted to talk to my children when
they would stop by. 
Every picture or drawing my children gave them, they put on their
fridge. 
 
They were once in a lifetime neighbors and friends. 
We will miss them greatly.
